MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT BETWEEN

THE DEPARTMENT OF CONSERVATION AND RECREATION, CENTRAL MASSACHUSETTS REGIONAL PLANNING COMMISSION, THE NORTH QUABBIN REGIONAL LANDSCAPE PARTNERSHIP

AND 

THE TOWN OF WARWICK

WHEREAS, the Department of Conservation and Recreation (DCR), 251 Causeway Street, Boston, MA, 02114, the Central Massachusetts Regional Planning Commission (CMRPC), 2 Central Sq, 2nd Flr, Worcester, MA 01604, and the North Quabbin Regional Landscape Partnership (NQRLP), 1461 Old Keene Rd, Athol, MA 01331, have entered into a partnership through a Memorandum of Agreement dated December 10, 2007, to bring the Heritage Landscape Inventory Program, a planning program overseen by DCR, to selected communities within the Upper Quaboag and North Quabbin regions,

WHEREAS, The Heritage Landscape Inventory program’s Upper Quaboag and North Quabbin Reconnaissance Survey will provide heritage landscape reconnaissance survey services and technical planning assistance for interested communities within the Central Massachusetts Regional Planning Commission and/or the North Quabbin Regional Landscape Partnership that are selected through an application process; and

WHEREAS, DCR, CMRPC and the NQRLP have selected the Town of Warwick to participate in said Heritage Landscape Inventory program’s Upper Quaboag and North Quabbin Reconnaissance Survey to receive survey services and technical planning assistance.

NOW THEREFORE, the Town of Warwick, DCR, CMRPC and NQRLP have agreed that the project shall be undertaken and implemented in partnership in accordance with the following stipulations:

STIPULATIONS

The Department of Conservation and Recreation has hired a team of qualified consultants to provide survey services and technical assistance for the Town of Warwick as outlined in the project RFR.  The Town of Warwick shall designate a Local Project Coordinator who shall fulfill the responsibilities outlined in Attachment A.  If the municipality does not fully comply with the above stipulation, DCR, CMRPC and NQRLP reserve the right to terminate this agreement.

Local Project Coordinator: Role and Responsibilities

The Local Project Coordinator (LPC) for your community has agreed to fulfill the role and responsibilities outlined below:

· Work with the Department of Conservation & Recreation (DCR), the Central Massachusetts Regional Planning Commission (CMRPC), the North Quabbin Regional Landscape Partnership (NQRLP), and the project consulting team to schedule one local identification meeting to take place sometime between January and March of 2008.

· Publicize the local identification meeting and notify all town boards, committees, private organizations and other interested individuals through letters, articles and postings.

· Work with DCR, CMRPC, NQRLP and the project consulting team to schedule and participate in a half day of fieldwork following the local identification meeting.

· Facilitate involvement of other knowledgeable individuals for the fieldwork.

· Comment upon draft products in a timely manner.

· Present copies of the final reconnaissance report to the Chief Elected Official and all appropriate town boards and local organizations.

· Participate in a follow up meeting with DCR and either CMRPC or NQRLP staff, to develop a course of action to implement key recommendations.

· Submit a final project completion letter to DCR, CMRPC and NQRLP by November 21, 2008, indicating how the community intends to utilize the recommendations provided in the reconnaissance report.
