The Department of Conservation and Recreation (DCR), the Central Massachusetts Regional Planning Commission, the North Quabbin Regional Landscape Partnership, and the Town of Warwick are hosting a public meeting on February 13, 2008 at 6:30 PM at the Warwick Town Hall to kick-off a survey of heritage landscapes in Warwick.  DCR is providing technical assistance through a multi-disciplinary consulting team that has been hired to work with communities on the task of identification of heritage landscapes.  Heritage landscapes are those special places and spaces that help define the character of our community.  These landscapes contain both natural and cultural resources, such as the village center or the former Warwick Picnic Area.  

This community based project provides an opportunity for residents to come together and identify those landscapes that make their community unique.  Through this project, DCR and their partners are aiming to increase awareness about the many different types of heritage landscapes found throughout this region and help communities plan for their preservation.

Community members are encouraged to attend the public meeting, to discuss the landscapes that they feel are important to the character of Warwick with the professional consulting team that will be evaluating these landscapes and providing recommendations for their protection.
